LOOK

When invited to a party we are usually concerned as to how we dress. We may find ourselves calling a friend who has been invited to get a feeling of what we should wear.  We would have no desire to appear at a party and find that we were not properly dressed.  This would be most troubling and embarrassing if we found everyone else elegantly dressed. Most of us would then have a desire to get away to a place where we could be more comfortable in our ordinary attire.

1. Have you ever found yourself invited somewhere with no idea how to dress? How was it resolved?

2. Have you ever invited others over to a party or gathering and not shared with them the expected type of dress?  How did it turn out for your guests?

BOOK

1 Corinthians 15:1-11





Luke 5: 1-11

In Corinthians, Paul reminds them of their common ground of belief. In verses 3-5, Paul quotes the essential proclamations about Christ.  Paul points out that the religious experiences of early Christians has helped to shape their belief. His list of resurrection appearances can only tentatively be tallied with those in the gospel accounts. This is the same gospel preached by all of the apostles.  In Luke the story of the wondrous catch of fish focuses on Peter’s response to illustrate what every Christian disciple must undergo to follow Jesus.  Peter trusted and left everything to Jesus.  Jesus reveals the condition for following him. In verse 10, “Do not be afraid”.  Jesus tells Peter how his life will change. Instead of luring fish into a net, Peter’s new job will be “fishing” for people to bring them into the net of Jesus’ kingdom community.

1. Were the apostles drawn to follow Jesus because of his miracle or the promise of more changes that would come into their own lives?

2.  How did the obedience of Peter open the door to this miracle of catching the fish?

In this miracle of the great catch, Peter finds himself face to face with the Holy. He is not able to enjoy the experience, however, because he is suddenly aware of his sinfulness. It was the same response of Moses at the burning bush. In today’s world many of us have lost the sense of wonder and fear in God’s presence.  Instead, we are more drawn to science and technology, which present us with a new wonder each day. However, for most of us we are afraid of many things. Jesus brings us assurance that we need not be afraid.
1. How does Jesus expect us to become disciples with our present lives?
2. How do we share in the Christian responsibility of evangelism?
