Pentecost is the Greek name for the Jewish Feast of Weeks, celebrated fifty days after Passover. In Acts all the believers are filled with the Spirit, who enabled them to proclaim God’s work. In the Gospel of John the reading describes how the Spirit works uniquely in each of us as children of God in the Body of Christ.  Jesus commands us “If you love me, you will keep my commandments”.  The love that Jesus commands is not sentimental feeling, which cannot be commanded, but loving action. The commandment to love is open-ended.
