1 Corinthians 15: 1-11





Luke 5: 1-11
The readings for today explore several persons of faith who have answered God’s call to them. In preparation for discussing the resurrection of the dead, Paul reminds the Corinthians of their common ground of belief. By quoting a traditional formulation of the essential proclamation about Christ, he recalls the basic creedal statements he taught them. Today’s story of the wondrous catch of fish focuses on Peter’s response and illustrates what every Christian disciple must undergo to follow Jesus. Aware of God’s power at work in Jesus, Peter leaves everything to follow him.

TOOK
Luke enfolded a fish story that turns common sense upside down. To maximize a catch, fishing was done at night when water was cool and the activity of the fish was minimal. During the day, the fish would see the activity of the boats on the surface and, with the water warming, would easily swim away. Notice Peter's surprise to Jesus' command, and greater surprise to the size of the catch, enough to fill two boats! Confronted with the size of catch, Simon realized the power and presence of God before him. As he begged Jesus to leave, he was shaken to his core. Before the sign, Simon had his life laid before him: another nameless, faceless fisherman who would live and die by the Sea of Galilee. After the sign, however, he faced with a reality that demanded a response. And a change.
