LOOK

Sometimes we can see beyond our immediate surroundings. We can see a greater truth. The spark for these times can be as simple as a pebble stuck in our shoe or a long, cool drink of water on a hot day. At those times, God breaks through. All it takes is a sign. This is often a simple, sometimes common sign. We need to be encouraged to love the mystery we are, accepting the chips, the cracks and the unfinished nature of our cup. 
1. Have you ever had a moment of clarity? A moment when everything snapped into focus? Or a moment in which you could see things in perspective? What caused that moment?
BOOK
1 Corinthians 12: 1-11  




John 2:1-11
Today’s readings speak of the revelation of hidden glory breaking through and inviting celebration. The Corinthian community was torn by dissension over the nature, use and apportionment of such gifts. Paul emphasizes that these are gifts of grace to all, not the personal or private possession of only certain people. Today’s gospel, the story of the wedding feast at Cana, relates the first “sign” of Jesus’ identity and ministry that “revealed his glory.” This story is full of hints of multiple meanings. It is an epiphany story, the first of the “signs” that manifest the power and presence of God in Jesus’ acts.

1. In Corinthians Paul discusses spiritual gifts, can you share some of your own spiritual gifts.

2. How was Jesus able to respond to Mary’s plea to help at Cana and still maintain the purpose of his ministry?

Jesus gave his followers a sign that revealed who he was and the nature of his mission. Something as simple as a sip of wine opens the mind, the heart, and the spirit to he who is greater. This may cause the one drinking to be touched in their personal worship. This is the root of "sacrament." Jesus gave us a sign of his true nature. He has given us many others and we celebrate with these signs. Through the signs of the sacraments we know that he is with us.

1. Reflect on the sacraments. How have the sacraments helped you come closer to the Lord? How will you celebrate the presence of the Lord in sacrament this week?
