Seeing the Grace of God in Others
LOOK

Often, we struggle with how to respond when we see other people doing something in a way we think is wrong.  Today you’re invited to think about how you respond in this type of situation.
1) Think of a time when you or someone else handled this kind of situation poorly.  Where do you think you (or they) went wrong?

2) Now think of a time when you or someone else handled a similar situation better.  What was it that made that approach work?

BOOK

1 Corinthians 1:1-9
This is the very beginning of Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians.  Within that letter, Paul plans to address many problems (especially problems of disunity) he sees in the Corinthian church, but notice as we read the passage, how he begins his letter.
1) Why do you think Paul starts his letter out this way?  
2) What does Paul mean when he says Christians have the grace of God given to them and enriching them?

1) How might it impact the way we approach conflict if we remembered that the   grace of God is at work in those with whom we disagree?

2) Is there a commitment you are willing to make about remembering to acknowledge God’s grace present in others?
